With summer almost here, it's time
for what has become an annual
tradition: A review of new Jewish
books you may wish to consider.

The Koren Sacks Siddur

Koren Publishing is producing a new
Hebrew-English siddur, using a
translation by UK Chief Rabbi Sir
Jonathan Sacks. One may not think
of a siddur as reading material, but
this one might just change your
mind.

The Orthodox Union has put its
official stamp on this siddur
(literally), and Young Israel is calling
it “The Sefer of the Year.” A recent
Young lIsrael email gushed, quoting
a bookseller’s blurb, “This edition |,
the Koren Sacks Siddur, has been
completely typeset anew for
maximum clarity and legibility.
Teams of Rabbis, scholars and
designers from Israel, North America
and Britain have worked for almost
three vyears, updating and
researching every subtlety of the
Hebrew text. Chief Rabbi Sir
Jonathan Sacks, the outstanding
teacher of English speaking Jewry,
provides a poetic English translation,
and illuminating commentary which
help to inspire new heights of
prayerful devotion. The Siddur
proudly reflects the centrality of
Israel, with prayers for the state, its
soldiers, and national holidays. The
Koren Sacks Siddur includes
weekday, Shabbat, holiday and life
cycle event tefillot and Torah and
Haftora readings.”

Having read through this siddur, |
can attest to the truth in these words
of praise. Rabbi Sacks is a most
articulate, eloquent writer, and his
translation is an inspiring read. They
have also made some welcome
changes to the standard siddur
format, such as presenting some of
Psukei d’Zimra in poetic form rather
than in lumps of prose. Also, as the

blurb notes, they include prayers for
Israel and the IDF, both during the
normal davening and during birkat
hamazon. | have been using a
Hebrew Koren siddur on a daily
basis since 1985, and | expect | will
use this new siddur on Shabbat
from time to time. It is certainly
worth a read.

Please note that the nusach of this
siddur does not match standard
Ashkenazi North American nusach,
and so | would not recommend its
regular use. However, our shul will
have a dozen copies for people to
look at on Shabbat; | hope you will
take the opportunity to read through
the translation and commentary by
Rabbi Sacks, and benefit therefrom.

Certain types of cooking are
permitted on a normal Yom Tov, but
a rabbinic prohibition forbids cooking
on Yom Tov for the following
Shabbos. Thus, one may not cook,
or even light Shabbos candles, on
Friday, May 29", the first day of
Shavuot, for the Shabbat which
begins that night.

The rabbis included a loophole in
their prohibition, though, so as not to
create hardship. If one begins to
prepare for Shabbat on Thursday,
before Yom Tov, one may also cook
on Friday for Shabbat.

Therefore, we create “Eruv
Tavshilin ” foods on Thursday,
thereby beginning to cook for

Shabbos. The process, which is
simple, quick and painless, is
described in the standard Artscroll
Siddur on the bottom of page 654.
