Rabbi’s Benevolent Fund: 
Shareholders Report 

 
What is the Rabbi’s Benevolent Fund? 

For thousands of years, Jews have 
maintained communal funds meant to 
serve local people and wayfarers in 
times of need. The needs of the 
community have been served, and 
these funds have preserved the 
anonymity of both donor and recipient; 
only the collectors and distributors 
have known who was helping and who 
was being helped. 

Today, in America, we continue 
that tradition with the Rabbi’s 
Benevolent Fund. Donations to the 
Rabbi’s Benevolent Fund do not go to 
Congregation Sons of Israel and its 
direct needs, although a small portion 
of Benevolent Fund money is used to 
support Sons programs; see below. 
 

Does a Tzedakah Fund need to issue a 
Shareholders Report? 

As part of our mitzvah of tzedakah, 
we are obligated to make sure our 
tzedakah is used appropriately. The 
Rama wrote in the Code of Jewish Law 
(Yoreh Deah 257:2) that one is not 
allowed to give to a Tzedakah Fund 
that is not administered responsibly, 
and he said, “One should present a 
public accounting.” Therefore, every 
tzedakah organization must provide its 
donors with the equivalent of a 
corporate earnings report, detailing 
how the tzedakah is spent. Of course, 
the anonymity of the recipients must be 
preserved, but general information 
should be disseminated. That is the 
purpose of this report. 
 

Administration of the Fund 
Our Fiscal Year runs from February 

1 through January 31, to approximate 
the reading of Parshat Terumah on the 
calendar; Parshat Terumah records the 
first Tzedakah campaign, raising 
money for the Mishkan the Jews 
carried with them in the desert. 

T h e  a n o n y m i t y  o f  F u n d 
beneficiaries creates a special 
problem: The Gemara comments that a 
Tzedakah fund should never be 
administered by just one person. If you 
are ever solicited for a fund which has 

only one person in charge, the 
Gemara tells you not to give! 

To solve that problem, a person 
who is not related to anyone at Sons 
of Israel has access to the checkbook 
and is able to verify that I am using 
the money appropriately. 
 

Income 
Over the past fiscal year, the 

Fund collected $33,521.58. This is 
essentially flat from last year. 
However, given that last year we 
raised $5000 in special one-time 
campaigns for Yad Sarah and Meir 
Panim, which were not re-run this 
year, our donations were actually 
significantly increased this year. 

This money came from donations 
in honor of special occasions, money 
put in the Tzedakah box in Shul, 
donations in honor of services I was 
able to render to families, and money 
solicited for specific needs. 
 

Overhead 
There were no overhead costs, 

administrative salary or fundraising 
costs this year. 
 

Program Services 
Program Service Expenditures: 

Over the past fiscal year the fund 
distributed $32,554.27, or most of our 
in-take. Aid to local families was 
$20,946.43, slightly lower than last 
year but still more than 64% of our 
spending. Unlike the previous two 
years, when most local aid was for 
tuition needs, more than half of this 
year’s aid was for long-term loans. 

The biggest surprise in this year’s 
spending was that almost $4,000 
went to help local Jewish community 
institutions. This is almost double the 
spending in this category in previous 
years. 

$20,946.43, or about 64.3% of the 
total distribution, was disseminated 
locally in loans and gifts for basic 
needs, including food, utility bills, and 
tuition. This also includes $100 
distributed through the Pinchuck 
Family Chesed Fund. 

Another $5,906, or about 18.1% 
of the total distribution, went to 
Special Collections – people who 
came to town to collect for specific 
institutions and families. This also 
includes money distributed in Israel 
for Matanot laEvyonim and Maot 

Chitim, as well as our fundraising 
efforts for Gush Katif refugees, Yad 
Sarah and Meir Panim. 

Another $3,977.64, or about 
12.2%, helped local organizations like 
Jewish Family Service and the Lehigh 
Valley Kashrut Commission to meet 
community needs. 

$1,360, or 4.17%, was distributed 
to approximately one hundred 
organizations that sent the shul 
envelopes, requesting assistance. 
These institutions are generally 
schools or social service organizations. 
Many more such organizations are 
rejected, either because I am unable to 
verify their validity or for other reasons. 

Finally, $364, or 1.12%, sponsored 
Sons of Israel programs. This is more 
than double past years’ support of the 
shul. We provided the normal $100 for 
a Chafetz Chaim Heritage Foundation 
video, and $72 to a yeshiva in 
Baltimore for the calendar that we use 
to set the times for synagogue 
services. In addition we provided $36 
to aid a youth program, $100 to aid an 
Adult Education program and $56 for a 
biannual fee for the Yad l’Achim 
calendar the shul receives. 

Additionally, $1500 went to re-pay 
loans which had been extended to the 
Benevolent Fund. 

 
Looking Ahead 

It is clear that the needs of our 
local community are growing, both in 
terms of private needs for loans and in 
terms of the needs of communal 
institutions which come to the 
Benevolent Fund for aid. The 
generosity of our donors has increased 
as well, but we will have to continue to 
increase our giving in order to maintain 
our ability to serve the community’s 
needs. 

We managed to balance earnings 
and distributions this year. The Fund 
keeps a moderate cushion of two to 
five thousand dollars to allow for 
sudden needs, and we will have to be 
careful in coming years to maintain that 
cushion.

On behalf of all those who were

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19th century, archaeologists found 
(currently at the British Museum) 
what is now well known as the 
inscribed Black Obelisk of 
Shalmaneser III, in Kalah (the 
capital of Assyria in 858 BCE). At 
the end of the inscription it is 
recorded that, “In my thirty-first 
year [828 BCE] I cast the lot 
(puru) for the second time in front 
of the gods Assur and Adad.” We 
know that it was custom at the 
same time for his ministers to also 
cast lots  to determine the order in 
which they would serve to name 
the years remaining to the long-
lived king. Amazingly, one of the 
pur used by a minister of 
Shalmaneser turned up in the Yale 
Babylonian Collection. The lot is a 
simple little cube, inscribed on 
four sides in Akkadian and begins, 
“Ashur belu rabu, Adad belu rabu, 
puru sha Iahili …..” [Oh Assur the 
great lord, oh Adad the great lord, 
(this is) the lot of Iahali the grand 
vizier of Shalmaneser. (W. Hallo, 
Biblical Archaeologist, Winter 
1983, p.19) 

In Joshua (18:10) when the land 
was apportioned for the Tribes of 
Israel he “cast a lottery (garal) for 
them in Shiloh”. In the Book of 
Jonah, when he was traveling to 
Tarshish (in a storm) in order to 
run from God’s command to go to 
Nineveh, in order to find blame for 
the storm, the sailors “cast lots and 
the lot (garal) fell on Jonah”. In 

Tehilim (22:19), David cries out in 
anguish to God that “they divide 
my garments among themselves, 
and cast lots (garal) for my 
clothing.” 
 
So back to the question: Why does 
the megillah have to explain the 
meaning of the word pur, not only 
once but twice? Because garal is 
the appropriate biblical Hebrew 
word and pur is the same word in 
Assyrian. The author of the 
megillah is explaining the meaning 
of the word to a group speaking a 
different language from where the 
story took place. The use of the 
word pur speaks to the authenticity 
of the story and its historical 
context.

ROM THE PRESIDENT

Who put the Pur in Purim?  
 
Megillat Esther  is set in Shushan 
(Susa, in Persia) and the story 
begins in the third year of the reign 
of Achashverus (whom most 
authorities indicate to be Xerxes I , 
485-464 BCE). Before that, in   
550 BCE Cyrus the Great of Persia 
conquered Assyria, and the two 
were merged. The Talmud 
indicates that the text was written 
by the Anshei Knesset Hagedolah, 
the Men of the Great Assembly, 
(Bava Basra 15a), of which 
Mordechai is believed to have been 
a member. Rashi attributes 
authorship directly to Mordechai. 
 
Three times the word pur appears 
in Megillat Esther describing how 
Haman chooses a date to kill the 
Jews. Verse 3:7 reads “In the first 
month, that is, the month of Nisan, 
in the twelfth year of King 
Achashverus, pur - which means 
‘the lot’ (hu garal) – was cast 
before Haman, concerning every 
day and every month, [until it fell 
on] the twelfth month, that is, the 
month of Adar.” Near the end of 
the megillah (verse 9:24-26), it 
reads, “ For Haman….had plotted 
to destroy all the Jews, and had cast 
pur- that is ‘the lot’ (hu garal). For 
that reason these days were named 
Purim, after pur.” 
 
Question: Why does the megillah 
have to explain the meaning of the 
word pur, not only once but twice?  
 
To answer this we need to go back 
in history and context. In the late

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asked for nothing and was admired for 
her modesty. 
 
What she didn’t count on was that 
Achashverosh, through his experience 
with the voluptuous Vashti, had learned 
that physical beauty was not the key 
component of a happy marriage. 
Although she was good to look at, 
Vashti wasn’t good to listen to. She 
considered her pedigree, as the daughter 
of the Babylonian King Belshazzar and 
granddaughter of Nebuchadnezzar, to 
be vastly superior to that of her 
husband. According to some accounts, 
Achashverosh was the son of King 
Darius the Mede, who had conquered 
Belshazzar and forced Vashti to marry 
his scion. According to others, he was a 
commoner – the son of one of 
Nebuchadnezzar’s stable hands – who 
had usurped the throne. Whether she 
meant it literally or figuratively, Vashti 
addressed him as a “stable boy” when 
she refused the king’s summons to his 
banquet. 
 
All of the young ladies previously 
interviewed for the position of Queen 
Consort had made the mistake of trying 
to impress Achashverosh with their 
pedigree! The last thing he wanted to 
hear about was what wonderful families 
they came from. It was déjà vu, all over 
again. It came to him as a great relief 
when Esther said nothing at all about 
her antecedents. He did not know that 
she was related to Mordechai the Jew, 
who had charged her not to reveal 
anything about her ancestry. 
 
Besides not saying the wrong thing, 
Esther apparently said plenty of the 
right things. It has been suggested that 
she, like Scheherazade, was a great 
talker, and that she enthralled the king 
with entertaining conversation. She also 
had qualities of simple goodness and 
kindness that shone through her verdant 
exterior and gave her an aura of 
irresistible charm and charisma.

PURIM  MESSAGE

The Queen and the Princess 
 
Queen Esther reigned over 127 
provinces in the merit of her 
ancestress Sarah, whose name means 
“princess” and who lived for 127 
years. 
 
The rabbis draw many parallels 
between their lives. Both were taken 
against their will to royal palaces with 
the intention of making them the 
king’s wife or concubine. Sarah 
escaped unharmed and unsullied from 
both the Egyptian pharaoh and King 
Avimelech of Philistia, when they 
learned that she was already the wife 
of Avraham. With the help of her 
cousin Mordechai, Esther managed to 
hide for over three years from the 
officials in charge of rounding up 
young virgins for King Achashverosh. 
We know this because the search for 
Vashti’s replacement began shortly 
after she was deposed in the third year 
of the king’s reign, but Esther did not 
make her initial appearance before the 
king until the 10th month of his 
seventh year. Subtracting one full year 
of beauty treatments which all of the 
girls were required to undergo, Esther 
would have arrived at the king’s 
palace near the end of his sixth year. 
 
Sarah would not have required beauty 
treatments. She was reportedly the 
most beautiful woman of her time, and 
that was why she was repeatedly 
kidnapped. On the other hand, we are 
told that Esther was also called 
Hadassah (myrtle) because she had a 
greenish complexion! When Hegai, 
the harem attendant, asked Esther if 
there was anything she wanted before 
her visit to the king, he probably 
expected her to ask for blush or 
concealer. Instead, the pious girl, who 
did not wish to marry out of her faith, 

In addition to attractive personal 
characteristics, both Sarah and Esther 
had the courage to speak up promptly 
when they felt that the welfare of the 
Jewish people was threatened. Sarah 
did not hesitate to demand that 
Ishmael be removed from Avraham’s 
camp when she felt that his mocking 
attitude would endanger Isaac’s 
spiritual welfare, and through him 
that of the nascent Jewish people. 
Esther hesitated – but only briefly – 
to go to Achashverosh when the 
Jewish people were threatened with 
physical annihilation, because to 
appear before the king unsummoned 
was an offense punishable by death. 
 
She put on her royal garments as a 
sign of respect, stood before the king 
and said, “I and my people have been 
sold, to be destroyed, killed and 
annihilated! Had we merely been 
sold into slavery, I would have held 
my peace!” 
 
“Who has done this thing?” the king 
asked in anger and surprise. 
 
And did the king have such a short 
memory, we may ask as well. Earlier 
in the Megillah, we were told that 
Haman had shown the king the 
decree he had drawn up against the 
Jews; the king had signed it and 
sealed it with his signet ring, and the 
two of them had sat down to drink! 
 

It has been suggested that the answer 
to this seeming contradiction lies in 
the fact that the spelling of the 
Hebrew words (and the Persian 
words?) for “to annihilate” and “to 
enslave” differs by only one letter. In 
Hebrew, “to annihilate” is spelled 
with an aleph and “to enslave” is 
spelled with an eyin. The document 
that the king saw (and that Esther 
apparently knew about) said that the 
Jews should be enslaved, and the 
king had agreed to it in principle, but 
Haman had afterwards blotted out the 
eyin and replaced it with an aleph!

This “Quick Meat & Veggie 
Pie” is just such a one, with not very 
many ingredients and a short 
preparation time.

QUICK MEAT & VEGGIE PIE 

Ingredients: 

· 2 pounds ground beef  
· 2 onions, chopped  
· 1 (10 oz.) bag of frozen peas, 

carrots and potatoes  
· your favorite marinara sauce  
· filo dough  
 

Preparation: 

1. Brown beef in a large skillet on 
medium heat. 
2. Add onion. Cook until tender. 
3. Add marinara sauce. Add vegetables. 
Simmer for 20 minutes. 
4. Preheat oven to 350 degrees 
Fahrenheit 
5. Roll filo dough out until thin, and 
place in the bottom of glass baking pan. 
6. Pour meat mixture on top of the 
dough, and spread out evenly. 
7. Cover the meat mixture with the rest 
of the dough. 
8. Brush with egg.  
9. Poke holes with a knife. 
10. Bake for 30 minutes, or until golden 
in color and the dough is crisp. Remove 
from the oven and let stand for 10 
minutes, then cut and serve warm.

That was the epitome of chutzpah! 
The offense for which Haman had 
condemned the Jews was following 
their own laws and allegedly flouting 
those of the king. And he had flouted 
the law himself! For it was a law of 
the Persians and the Medes that once 
an edict of the king had been enacted 
it could not be changed or rescinded, 
not even by the king, let alone an 
upstart commoner. That was why the 
king had to issue a new decree 
permitting the Jews to defend 
themselves, rather than merely 
revoking the first one; and that was 
why it was perfect poetic justice for 
the accuser to hanged on the same 
gallows he had prepared for the 
accused. 
 
And what lessons may we draw for 
ourselves from the conduct of Sarah, 
Esther and their contemporaries? 
 
1. Flee from immorality if you can; if 
you can’t flee, resist it. 
 

2. It is better to cultivate good midoth 
(character traits) than it is to cultivate 
beauty. 
 

3. On the other hand, always wear 
your best clothes to shul, not to 
enhance your beauty, but to show 
respect when you stand before the 
King of Kings. 
 

4. Be strictly honest in all your 
dealings. 
 

5. Guard your tongue from speech 
which harms or humiliates another 
person, no matter how tempted you 
may be to make a “witty” rejoinder. 
As it says in Pirkei Avoth, “Silence 
profits a wise man, and a fool even 
more so.” 
 

6. On the other hand, do not hesitate to 
speak up on issues of concern to you, 
especially during an election year!
