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ABBI’S MESSAGE 
 

Earning Yerushalayim  
Thousands of years ago, they say, 
two brothers lived on either side of a 
hill. One brother had a wife and 
many children, the other brother lived 
alone. Each brother brought home 
an excellent harvest. The brother 
with the large family said to himself, 
“My brother lives alone, he should at 
least have wealth,” and so he       
decided to secretly bring his brother 
grain, in the middle of the night. The 
brother who lived alone said to     
himself, “My brother supports an  
entire family,” and decided to        
secretly bring him grain, in the     
middle of the night. The two were 
surprised to meet each other in the 
middle. They embraced, and Gd   
declared that on the spot of their   
selflessness, the Beit haMikdash 
would be built. 
 

Of course, there’s also a second  
version of that story, in which the 
brother with the large family said to 
himself, “My brother has no one to 
support, he doesn’t need all that 
grain.” The brother who lived alone 
said to himself, “My brother has a 
huge family, his kids can work for 
him; I need the grain more.” And so 
each set out for the other side, to 
steal the other’s grain for himself. 
The two met in the middle and 
fought, and Gd declared that on that 
spot, the Kenesset would be built. 
 

But all kidding aside, the story of the 
brothers is not the Torah’s version of 
the selection of that site; the Torah 
tells us that Gd chose that site      
because that was the spot at which 
Avraham offered his son, Yitzchak, 
as a gift to Gd. According to the 
midrash, this was also the spot at 
which Yaakov declared that he would 
give Gd 1/10 of everything Gd would 
provide him. Apparently, this spot 
was selected for the relationship  
between Man and Gd, not for the 
relationship between people and 
each other! 

[Additionally, from an historical    
perspective, the story seems to have 
started as an Arab legend about Al-
Aqsa, not a Jewish story about the 
Beit haMikdash.] 
 

And yet, this story of the brothers 
does capture a central element of 
both the Akeidah of Yitzchak, and 
Yaakov’s offer to Gd. Superficially, 
the Akeidah, and Yaakov’s vow, 
may be about Man and Gd, but in a 
deeper read they are really about 
selflessness: 
 

Avraham is so driven to give that he 
will tear down his life’s work and  
lifelong dream and offer it up on the 
altar. 
 

Yitzchak is so driven to give that he 
will give up his life on that altar. 
Yaakov is so driven to give that in a 
moment of bleak poverty and    
hopelessness he is willing to pledge 
away his future wealth. 
 

On that site of selflessness, we can 
have a Beit haMikdash - a place 
where we will selflessly bring our 
Korbanot, and a place where Gd will 
selflessly overlook our sins and   
forgive us. 
 

This message of selflessness reso-
nates with us – but much of our   
historical reality has been one of 
selfishness, and this has cost us: 
Yosef’s brothers worried about what 
they would get for themselves, and 
so they sold Yosef into slavery. 
The Jews in the desert worried 
about what they would get for   
themselves, and rebelled against 
Moshe. Even when we have been 
wealthy we have kicked at Gd and 
demanded whatever we could get. 
 
The gemara (Bava Metzia 30b) says 
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���	� ����� , Yerushalayim was 
destroyed as a punishment for the 
fact that people demanded their due 
under the law, and refused to forgive 
their rights. 
 

When we want to know who lost 
Yerushalayim back then, or in      
today’s political negotiations for that 

matter,  we should realize that we 
lose Yerushalayim whenever we are 
selfish. 
 

There is much we can do for the 
sake of Yerushalayim. We can 
l o b b y .   W e  c a n  d i s c u s s        
Yer usha l a y i m ,  l ea r n  ab ou t   
Yerushalayim. We can make sure 
that our children understand its    
importance, because even after this 
round is over, Yerushalayim will 
come up again.  
 

But more than that, Religious       
Zionism teaches that we must    
eliminate the selfishness which loses 
Yerushalayim for us in the first 
place. Religious Zionism includes a 
commitment to the basic narrative of 
merit and sin, of believing that a 
birthright is only a start and that our 
righteousness is what earns us the 
city and the land. And so we must 
commit ourselves to following the 
model of Avraham and Yitzchak at 
the Akeidah, and Yaakov in his    
vision of angels ascending and    
descending a ladder, and giving of 
ourselves. 
 

When Yaakov left Israel, he was 
promised Divine protection; he saw 
angels descending a ladder, coming 
to watch over him during his trip to 
Charan. Those same angels later 
came to Yaakov and made sure he 
would not be cheated by his father-in
-law, Lavan. And then, as Yaakov 
returned to Israel, he again          
encountered angels; he watched the 
departure of those who had         
protected him outside Israel, and the 
arrival of his Israeli protectors. 
 

We invoke those angels whenever 
we go on a trip; we say Tefilat    
haDerech, the Traveler’s Prayer, 
and we recite the psukim of         
Yaakov’s arrival at Machanaim and 
his encounter with those angels. We 
ask for that protection for ourselves. 
Yaakov was willing to give of       
himself, and therefore he was      
protected. We are promised that if 
we are willing to give, we will receive 
the same, in Yerushalayim and    
everywhere around the world. 
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At the Orthodox Union’s first fair, 
last  year,  14 communit ies 
emphasized their ways of life and 
the moderate prices of their homes. 
This year, with heightened concern 
over the economy, 22 communities, 
from as far away as San Francisco 
and as close as Stony Brook on 
Long Island, set up tables, slide 
shows and PowerPoint displays that 
emphasized jobs. 
 

“In our community, we have one of 
everything,” said Amy Brooke, a 
registered nurse from Norfolk, Va., 
touting the community’s Orthodox 
synagogue, mikvah, day school, 
boys’ high school, girls’ high 
school and kosher market. “And we 
brought jobs with us,” she added, 
referring to a stack of listings. 
 
“We’re not looking for a hundred 
families,” she said. “We’re looking 
for 10. Ten would be a dream come 
true.” 
 

A slide show of life in Allentown, 
Pa., showed rock climbers and a 
man tossing a ball with his son, 
along with images of a kosher food 
store and a Jewish day school. 
Abby Wiener, 61, who was 
promoting Allentown, said that 
when she first arrived there from 
Monsey, N.Y., and strangers would 
say hello, “I got scared.” 
 

Her son Nate said that he went to a 
two-minute commute from a 50-
minute one. “We feel people in 
New York have to come out and see 
what opportunities exist outside,” 
she said “We need more people.” 
 

Thanks to all who helped in this 
event. The message is that we all 
have a stake in our future –it is in 
our hands! 

“For us, it’s about expanding the 
critical mass of the Orthodox 
community in Denver,” he said. 
“We’re trying to get to the next 
level.” 
 

Jacob Sassoon, 25, a financial 
analyst from Washington Heights 
who was laid off a few months ago 
and got married three weeks ago, 
said he and his wife were 
considering a move to any location 
that could guarantee him work. 
“Wherever I can find a job, that’s 
where we’ll move,” he said as his 
wife, Kara, 28, a social worker, 
nodded beside him. 
 

Avi Burstein, 25, a mental-health 
therapist who lives in Riverdale, in 
the Bronx, said: “We’re looking to 
get out of New York. I’ve been 
here for 25 years, and I need to 
slow down a little.” He and his 
wife, Adena, 26, an occupational 
therapist, see Denver as a 
possibility, but not Des Moines. 
 
“I like the mountains, but no 
plains,” he said. “When we’re 
looking, we’re looking for 
something that already has a start-
up community. We don’t want to 
be pioneers.” 
 

But Janice Schwarzbaum, 50, a 
representative of the Orthodox 
community in Des Moines, whose 
family of nine moved there from 
Miami in 2003, pitched the 
benefits of Iowa with three simple 
sentences. “It’s affordable. It’s 
beautiful. It’s clean,” she said. 
 

“When we got there,” said her 
daughter Chanee Schwarzbaum, 
23, “we heard on the news that 
there was a 45-second delay on the 
highway.” She added, “There’s not 
much crime at all.”

OU Fair Offers Jelly Beans, Jobs 
and New Towns 
 
The New York Times reports: At 
one table there were kosher jelly 
beans (courtesy of Just Born 
Candy) and lists of jobs. At another 
there were Tabasco sauce and real 
estate deals touted as even hotter 
than the sauce. The idea, at the jobs 
and relocation fair on the West 
Side of Manhattan, was to lure 
Orthodox Jews from New York 
City to towns and other cities 
where emerg ing Ort hodox 
communities are eager to reinforce 
their numbers. “They’re all over 
t he count ry, ”  sa id  Frank 
Buchweitz, the national director of 
community services and special 
projects for the Orthodox Union, a 
Jewish outreach and social service 
organization that sponsored the 
fair. “We want to help them grow.” 
 

At another table, Alan Katz, a 
lawyer from New Orleans, said that 
his synagogue was destroyed 
during Hurricane Katrina and that 
the city lost some of its Orthodox 
community afterward. “We’d like 
to get some people to help us raise 
the new synagogue,” he said. 
“We’re focusing on jobs and 
affordable housing.” 
 

Scott Friedman, 38, a Realtor from 
Denver, handed a real estate 
brochure to a couple. “These are 
pretty centrally located,” he said, 
pointing to several four- and five-
bedroom homes. “There are shuls 
close by.” 
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neshama is placed in greater 
jeopardy by the sin of Loshon 
HaRa than it is by any other.

We need to be especially careful to 
distance ourselves from mirma 
(deceit) in our business practices, 
where the need to make a living 
may tempt us to deviate from strict 
adherence to the truth. 
 
Years ago, when I was shopping 
for new furniture for my eat-in 
kitchen, I was looking at a 
handsome table with matching 
chairs whose price had been 
reduced. 
 
“Let me show you why I reduced 
this set,” the store’s proprietor 
volunteered. He pointed out a few 
minuscule scratches on the edges 
(not the top) of the table. They 
w o u l d ,  u n d e r  n o r m a l 
c ircumst ances,  have gone 
unnoticed by anyone other than a 
midget or a pygmy, and I could, in 
any event, cover them up with a 
tablecloth when I had company. 
 
“I would rather lose the sale than 
lose the customer,” the proprietor 
added. 
 
The modest man had saved not 
only his sale and his customer, but 
also his neshama. May Gd give me 
the vision always to set my 
priorities according to Torah 
values and to guard my tongue as 
well as he did.

Priorities 
 
Many of us are aware that the 
Second Temple was destroyed in 
the year 70 C.E. because of the sin 
of Loshon HaRa (evil speech). The 
Chofetz Chaim (Rabbi Yisroel 
Meir Kagan) also taught that 
continued indulgence in this sin is 
what is preventing the Third 
Temple from being built and the 
era of Redemption from being 
ushered in by the Messiah. 
 
Loshon HaRa includes all forms of 
negat ive speech, gossiping,        
tale-bearing and deceit. Saying 
negative things about another 
person constitutes Loshon HaRa, 
even if every word is true. If the 
criticisms are based on falsehood, 
of course that compounds the 
speaker’s sin. 
 
It also compounds the sin if he 
embarrasses the object of his 
remarks by reproaching him for his 
alleged faults in public. In that 
case, the speaker may attempt to 
justify his insensitive behavior with 
the following argument: 
 
“But I couldn’t stand idly by the 
blood of my brother! I had to 
admonish him, so that he could do 
Teshuvah and correct  his 
behavior!” 
 
Yes, we should admonish our 
friends and family, but in private, 
and in a way to assure them that we 
are doing so out of loving concern 
for their Jewish neshama. 
 
We should also note that the Jewish 
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Have an easy fast and enjoy this 
great dessert after your meal. 
 
APPLE CAKE (parve) 
 
Prep Time:  15 minutes 
Cook Time:  1 hour, 30 minutes 
 
Ingredients: 
 
· 3 cups flour 
· 1 Tbsp. baking powder 
· 1 tsp. salt 
· 2 cups sugar 
· 1 cup cooking oil 
· 4 eggs 
· 2 1/2 tsp. vanilla 
· 1/4 cup orange juice 
· 2-3 apples, sliced 
· 1 tsp. cinnamon 
· 3/4 cup granulated sugar 
 
Preparation: 
 
Place all ingredients (except 
apples, cinnamon and 3/4 cup 
sugar) in a large mixing bowl.  
Beat until smooth.  Pour half the 
batter into a greased tube pan with 
a removable bottom.  Sprinkle 
with cinnamon sugar.  Arrange 
half the apples, then sprinkle with 
more cinnamon sugar.  Repeat 
layer.  Bake at 300 degrees for 90 
minutes.  Since ovens differ, be 
sure to test the cake with a cake 
tester or knife and to bake until it 
comes out clean.  In some ovens 
this cake takes close to 2 hours to 
bake. 
 
Variation:  Put half of the apples, 
sugar and cinnamon in the middle 
of the cake and the other half on 
top of the cake.

OOKING CORNER

Most people love chocolate, but I 
am one of those who prefers 
dessert without chocolate.  After a 
day of contemplation and fasting, a 
light meal is usually preferred to 
break the fast.  One of my favorite 
desserts to end this meal is apple 
cake.  This recipe is parve, but if 
you have dairy, you can add vanilla 
ice cream or anything else, i.e. 
additional fruit, to make it even 
more special.   
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The month of  Av is not entirely 
reserved for mourning; the 15th 
of Av (Aug. 5th  this year), is 
considered one of the two       
happiest days of the year! 
 
Among the reasons for the      
happiness of this day:  The 
length of the solar day begins to 
shorten now, and so the           
pre-electricity workday became 
shorter...leaving more time for 
Torah study! 
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5.  How are these days different?  
A.  Starting with the 17th Day of 
Tammuz, we may not take haircuts, 
perform weddings or have other 
parties, listen to music, or go to the 
movies.  But, we may eat meat, drink 
wine, swim and bathe.  From Rosh 
Chodesh Av, even these activities are 
curtailed.  Meat and wine are 
permitted only on the Shabbat or at a 
Brit Millah, a circumcision.  Bathing 
is permitted only when necessary, and 
swimming is not permitted at all. 
 
6. Why don't we recite a  
Shehechiyanu during these days?  
A.  This Bracha is always associated 
with a happy event and we minimize 
these events during this time. 
 
7. Why do we call this month 
Menachem Av?  
A. The word menachem means 
consolation.  We hope that G-d will 
console us and turn this month into a 
period of gladness. 
 
8.  Why do we fast on Tisha B'Av, 
the ninth day of Av?  
A.  It was on this day, hundreds of 
years apart, that both Bet Hamikdash 
were destroyed, the first by the 
Babylonians and the second by the 
Romans.  In later years, other 
tragedies occurred on this day, and it 
was declared the saddest day of the 
Jewish year. 
 
9.  Why do we sit on the floor 
during the recitation of Eichah?  
A.  On Tisha B'Av, we read the book 
of Eichah, in which is described the 
tragedy of the destruction of the Bet 
Hamikdash and the suffering of the 
Jews at that time. We mourn, and 
traditionally mourners sit on the floor. 
 
10.  Why do we remove the 
Parochet from the Ark?  
11.  Why don't we greet each other 
during Tisha B'Av?  
12. Why don't we wear leather 
shoes?  

13.  Why don't we put on Tefilin on 
Tisha B'Av in the morning service?  
14.  Why isn't it permitted to study 
Torah, except for certain passages? 
 
A.  All the above customs are those 
which are observed by a mourner 
during the Shiva, the week following 
the death of a close relative.  As 
mourners, we too observe all the 
rituals. Learning Torah makes us 
happy, except for certain books and 
passages which discuss sad things.  We 
remove the Parochet and don't wear the 
Tefilin to show that our pride, the Bet 
Hamikdash, was destroyed.  We don't 
greet each other and don't wear shoes 
as further signs of mourning. 
 
15.  Why do we start to fast on the 
evening before Tisha B'Av when on 
other fast days we don't start the fast 
until sunrise?  
A.  Because this is more important than 
other fast days. 
 
16.  Why don't we eat meat and 
drink wine until the end of the tenth 
of Av?  
A.  Actually the Bet Hamikdash was 
destroyed on the ninth day of Av, but 
the fires continued thru the tenth day.  
Since it would be too difficult to 
declare a two day fast, only one day 
was declared, but we still refrain from 
joy until the end of the tenth day. 
 
17. Why fast today and mourn 
something which happened almost 
two thousand years ago?  
A.  Our prayers are filled with our hope 
to return to Zion and witness the 
rebuilding of the Bet Hamikdash.  Our 
lives are constant reminders of those 
glorious days.  These reminders have 
kept the hopes of the Jews alive 
throughout their exile.  As we were 
able to see the return to the land, we 
hope and pray to see the complete 
redemption of Israel. Our future 
depends on our ties with the past. 

 UESTIONS AND ANSWERS 
ABOUT "THE THREE 
WEEKS" AND TISHA B'AV 

1.  Why do we fast on the 17th day of 
Tammuz?  
A. It was on this day many years ago 
that a number of terrible things 
happened to the Jewish people. For 
example, on this day Moses came 
down from Mount Sinai and broke the 
two stone tablets on which were written 
the Ten Commandments.  Many years 
later, the Romans surrounded the city 
of Jerusalem on this day, and after 
three weeks of siege, destroyed the city 
and burned the Beit Hamikdash. 
 
2.  Why do we have to fast if this was 
a day of tragic events?  
A.  Fasting has been accepted as a way 
of showing Gd that we are sorry for 
what happened, and that we pray that it 
will not be repeated.  When we fast, we 
are asking Gd that we be forgiven for 
our sins. Further, we donate to the poor 
the money that we would have 
otherwise spent on food. 
 
3.  Why do we continue to mourn for 
the following three weeks?  
A.  The three weeks were wholly a 
period of disaster for the Jews.  Even 
before the Romans broke through the 
wall around Jerusalem, the Jews started 
to suffer from hunger and thirst, since 
no food could be brought into the city.  
In addition, there was the psychological 
effect it had on the inhabitants, 
knowing that the enemy was right 
outside the gates and that he would 
break through at any moment. Further, 
this period helps us build up our 
sensitivity, in preparation for the great 
tragedies of the ninth of Av. 
 
4.  Why are the nine days from Rosh 
Chodesh Av until the ninth day of 
Av, even sadder?  
A.  As we draw closer to the actual day 
of the destruction, we add to our 
feelings of sadness by depriving 
ourselves of additional pleasures.
